Boston CyberArts 2005 Ideas in Motion features new contemporary dance work from Boston and Slovenia on one program for

the first time ever in Boston. Two duets will be performed. Fico Balet’s Confi-Dance, for two men (an East Coast premiere)

and the Boston premiere of Kinodance Company’s Secret Streams, an intermedia collaboration danced by two women.

Secret Streams explores the alchemical connection between people and place. Gesturing to the fragmentary nature of

memory and the ephemeral nature of motion it imprints time with the weighty emotional depth of living forms. Formally, the

piece investigates the essence of motion and the unifying power between dance, film and kinetic sculpture. The title Secret
Streams is inspired by the spiritual writings of esoteric philosopher Rudolf Steiner.

Secret Streams was created through an intensive collaborative process between artists with no director. The aesthetic of the

dance is influenced by Cardone’s experiences in Japanese Butoh. Improvisational instinct and choreographic rigor mingle as

lush movement meets dynamic phrasing. Film projections by Alla Kovgan explore the possibilities of combining elements and

techniques of dance filmmaking with live dance. The kinetic set by Dedalus Wainwright destroys the flatness and 2-

dimensionality of projection surfaces. The lighting design by Kathy Couch merges visual boundaries and unifies space. The

sound score by Seth Barger uses contrasting tones and textures to create extra dimensions for the dance, projections, and

ultimately, for the viewers' imagination. Secret Streams premiered at the St. Petersburg International Dance Film Festival in

Russia, in November 2004.

Slovenia’s Fico Balet performs Confi-dance, a dance about sharing secrets and about the consolation and the comfort one

finds in a dance. Fico Balet founded in 2000 by Goran Bogdanovski and Dejan Srhoj deals in contemporary innovative

dance and theatre production, research projects and workshops. Their performances reflect the emotional landscape of

everyday.

Alissa Cardone (dancer, choreographer)
Founding member of Kinodance Company, Alissa has received funding from Asian Cultural Council (Artist Fellowship 2004), the

Massachusetts Cultural Council & Somerville Arts Council (Choreography Finalist/Individual Artist Fellow 2003), Trust for Mutual

Understanding (2004) and New York University where she received a MA in Performance Studies (2003).

Besides films and videos, Alla's media of expression and exploration encompass

multimedia performances, interactive video projections and other image/sound/body collaborations with dancers and musicians.

Dedalus Wainwright (screen & set designer)

Seth Barger (composer)
Experimental sound composer/visual artist/performer, Seth Barger explores the world of sounds around him. He processes many of his

sounds through the act of re-recording them inside spaces with unique sonic atmospheres. The presentation of his work has taken on many

forms; in performance (using the body, movement, theatrics, and objects) and in gallery settings (sonic objects and photography).

Kathy Couch (lighting designer)
Kathy is a freelance lighting, scenic and costume designer from Northampton, MA, having designed over 200 dance and theater works

throughout New England and in New York, Boston, and Washington D.C. She has worked extensively with Wendy Woodson and Present Co.

Inc., Chimaera PhysicalTheater, New WORLD Theater, Ko Theatre Works, Dance Generators, Sara Sweet Rabidou/hoi polloi, Serious Play!,

Pilgrim Theater and Fay Simpson Impact Theater. Kathy is currently the resident lighting designer for Amherst College and recently premiered

at Mount Holyoke College "Reading by Lightning" an original text and movement piece in which she co-wrote and designed.

Ingrid Schatz (dancer, choreographer)
Ingrid is a performer who has made a career of taking risks and pushing the boundaries of dance and in the process has studied Authentic

Movement, Action Theater, stilt walking, low flying trapeze, horse handling, capoeira and aerial dance. She has been called

received her BFA in Dance from the University of Massachusetts where she was the recipient of the Chancellor's Talent Award. Ingrid has
