Counterpoint, as technique of polyphonic composing, represent - leading and combining two or multy musical lines, independant by melody and rhytham, functioning on the certain principle. Dance and music, as independant arts, are found in the relation of one intermedial counterpoint ( body - sound, to hear - to see ). The time distance of these two arts describes one process, in wich music and dance are combining or seperating with each other. Sound searches for body. Body searches for sound. Double counterpoint.
