In 1995 he returned to Galicia to create his own Galega Contemporary Dance Company “Ballet Jesús Quiroga” in the same year founded the Cultural Association “World Dance”. Jesús  Quiroga begins his most personal and artistic wanderings as a dancer, choreographer, teacher and director.

Quiroga was inspired by his creations both in nature and in different artistic fields,such as music, literature, visual arts, architecture, fashion, etc...In 2003 joins the faculty at the Conservatorio Profesional de Danza, in a the city of Lugo (Galicia).
