Five Beds/Children of the Dream Length: 55 minutes (No Intermission), Choreography/Text/Direction: Neta Pulvermacher,  Original Score: Yuval Gabay and Neta Pulvermacher Cast: 6 dancers (Robin Brown, aColette Krogol, Meghan Merrill, Matthew Reeves, Anthony Whitehurst, Rebecca Warner), Props and set: 5 beds, 2 empty metal cans, 6 recorders, a bouquet of plastic flowers., Costumes: "Kibbutz" pajamas

Five Beds / Children of the Dream, the company's signature work, is a collaboration between two Israeli artists; choreographer Neta Pulvermacher and composer Yuval Gabay.  It is based on the choreographer's childhood memories of growing up in the children's houses of Kibbutz Lehavot Habashan. The work brings to  light the unique communal living situation of the Israeli kibbutz, which  represents a social experiment in collectivism that is now being  abandoned. Ms. Pulvermacher's generation is the last to have been  brought up in the children's houses, where children of the kibbutz were  raised communally. Five Beds/Children of the Dream is also in the  repertory of the Repertory Project (Ohio) and Vertigo Dance Company  (Israel) and the Belarus University of Culture in Minsk.   Five  Beds/Childrenof the Dream is set in a room of the children's house  containing five gray metal beds. Using montage film editing techniques  as its structure, Pulvermacher combines a mosaic of voices, text, music  and the physically charged movement of six dancers to take the audience for a ride through the utopian hells and heavens of the  choreographer's childhood. With insight, brutal honesty and a sense of  humor, the choreography explores the process of memory and  examines the relationship between the individual and his group of equal  peers. Deborah Jowitt of the Village Voice praised the work as  "...extraordinary...powerful and moving...bittersweet poetry..." Carolyn  Kahn of the New York Planet wrote "Pulvermacher's choreography is  fierce and uncompromising.

Fold-Refolds (Part of Fold MCEP): Length: 20 min, Choreography/Text/Direction: Neta Pulvermacher, Original Score and Recording: Alon Nechuschtan with Neta Pulvermacher, Cast: 4 dancers (Colette Krogol, Meghan Merrill, Matthew Reeves, Rebecca Warner), Set: Kent Barrett with the company

Fold Museum and Community Engagement Project (Fold MCEP), a new program that investigates the world and ideas of Pulvemacher’s acclaimed piece, Fold.  Premiered in February 2009, Fold features six dancers that inhabit a constantly evolving folded paper environment constructed (folded and creased) in real time by the dancers.  Fold becomes a journey into the possible meanings of folding and un-folding and the kinds of spatial and dramatic transformations that those kinds of operational procedures cause and inspire.  The tensions between chance and intent, planning and spontaneity, and order and chaos are given a leveled playground on which to stage their procedures.

In Fold MCEP visual installation, performance, folding workshops and play collide and converse to spark and engage participants in new ways.  Fold MCEP will be developed and workshopped through Spring 2010 and will be presented at the Harn Museum of Art in Florida, USA, and continuing to museums, conventions, halls, businesses, and parties through 2011.

Fold MCEP is lead and made in collaboration with its Advisory Council members who are a published origami expert, leading visual and production artist, an architect, and a innovative museum programs consultant.

The Neta Dance Company has been making collaborative, innovative work for the past twenty-three years.  It celebrated a twenty-year retrospective over two weeks in 2005 at The Flea Theater.  Artistic Director, Neta Pulvermacher, has been commissioned by Jose Limon Company through MANCC Free to Rep; invited to teach international workshops in Senegal, Belarus, Costa Rica, Israel, and Poland; and awarded a special choreography award from Bessie Schoenberg.

The company has been presented in New York City at Dance Theater Workshop, Danspace Project, The Joyce Theater, 92nd Street Y Harkness Dance Series, Symphony Space, The Flea Theater and The Kitchen among others.  The company has enjoyed touring throughout the U.S., Israel (Israel Festival), Europe, Costa Rica and Canada in addition to its noted collaborations with avant-guard musicians and composers, such as Roy Nathanson and The Jazz Passengers, John Zorn and Masada, Anthony Coleman, Yuval Gabay and the English rock band XTC among others.

Neta's artistic visions through the Neta Dance Company have received support through NEA, NYFA, The Jerome Foundation, Mary Flager Cary Charitable Trust, and Greenwall Foundation among others; and she received a special choreography award from Bessie Schoenberg in 1995. Neta also is the founder of the critically acclaimed The A.W.A.R.D. Show! Series (Artists With Audiences Responding 2 Dance) held at Joyce SoHo, which has now expanded nationally to include events in Chicago, Seattle, Philadelphia and New York supporting the presentation and creation of new works in contemporary dance.  Most recently Pulvermacher was invited to teach at Ecole Des Sables in Senegal and is asked back to be part of the team creating the African/American Choreographers Meeting in 2010 to take place in Senegal.
