The mystery of gesture as an unrepeatable, irreproducible moment - a moment of truth when time stands still - is what still inspires our choreographic research. Gesture as something unique. Our entire attention is held captive.

When Ai performs nothing is really as it seems. She treats the gesture as a sensitive movement, as something genuine, an event that suspends time. A moment when time stands still and our entire attention is held captive – sensorial ec-stasis through movement. Touching directly, speaking to the epidermis, without filter, without screen, without camera. Giving body to a hundred of emotions.
The body of the dancer like a readingsymbol. And bodies still have a lot of things to say.

After her studies at the Ochanomizu National University in Tokyo (JP) and at the School for New dance Development of Amsterdam (NL), Ai Koyama works for the HeddyMaalem Company (FR) and others freelance companies in the Netherland. She joined company linga in June 2007.

In 2017, CompagnieLingawill celebrate its 25th anniversary. Built on an innovative and qualitative choreographic project, it has imposed its repertoire on Swiss and international scene becoming one of the most important independent dance companies in the country.

After an important and international career as dancers, Katarzyna Gdaniec and Marco Cantalupo founded the CompagnieLinga (symbol of fertility in Hinduism) in 1992. As early as 1993, they are offered residency at OctogoneThéâtre in Pully / Lausanne (CH) where they created a permanent space dedicated to choreographic research.  

The company’s choreographic process has progressively given rise to a vocabulary in tune with political and social issues: exploring through dance social phenomena while questioning the repercussions on the body of social situations. Today, with over 40 productions, the CompagnieLinga has become an artistic entity whose talent is recognized internationally. Linga is invited to the most important events of contemporary dance and is supported by City of Pully, City of Lausanne, Canton de Vaud and Pro Helvetia - Swiss Arts Council.

Biographies
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Katarzyna Gdaniec - Choreographer

Katarzyna Gdaniec was born in Gdansk, Poland. She dedicated herself to artistic gymnastics from the age of eight and won the Artistic Gymnastics European Junior Championships. She then studied at the Academy of Vaganova of St-Petersburg and at the National Ballet School in Gdansk. In 1983, she won the 1st Prize at the Gdansk National Dance Competition and the Prix de Lausanne. In 1985, she entered Maurice Béjart Ballet du XXe Siècle and remained with the company as principal dancer until 1992. Katarzyna has been a choreographer since 1987. She created her first works for the “Young Choreographers” workshop organized by the Ballet du XXe Siècle. Since 1992, after leaving the Béjart Ballet Lausanne, she has devoted herself entirely to choreography and founded, with Marco Cantalupo, CompagnieLinga for which she has co-authored over forty choreographies. 
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Marco Cantalupo - Choreographer

Marco Cantalupo was born in Genova, Italy. He studied at the Scala Theatre Ballet School in Milan, and then he graduated at the Hamburg Opera Ballet School. Several stays in the US gave him the opportunity to work with choreographer Daniel Ezralow (Momix, ISO). He danced with the Hamburg Opera, then as a soloist with the Staatstheather Gelsenkirchen, the National Ballet of Portugal, the Deutsche Oper Berlin, the Stadttheater Bern and the Béjart Ballet Lausanne. He choreographed for a number of independent projects in Italy before founding CompagnieLinga with Katarzyna Gdaniec. 

MichalisTheophanous- assistant (Cyprus / Greece) was born in Greece. He graduated from the Greek State School of Dance in 2009. He worked for the Hellenic Dance Company (with choreographers Hofesh Shechter, Rootless Root, Jasmin Vardimon, Richard Alston), Greek National Theatre, Carte Blanche (NO) and Konstantinos Rigos (GR). He cooperates currently with Compagnie Linga, Dimitris Papaioannou (GR) and Robert Wilson (USA). He joined Linga in 2011.
